Position your first newel - checking the height of the handrails
will be correct for your installation. In most cases the base of the
newel post will be flush with the bottom of the joist frame.

INSTALL DECKING BOARDS

Once all your newels are
positioned & secured proceed to
install decking boards.

Decking boards should fit exactly
to the frame, working in the
opposite direction to the joist
work, when laying the boards
make sure you leave a 5Smm gap
between each board to allow
room for expansion.

Please note cutting will be
required on the outermost
boards in order for them to fit
around the newel posts
(fig A&B)
